Who May Apply 
Applicants must be Southeast Alaska resi-
dents who are enrolled 
at the University of 
Alaska Southeast Jun-
eau, Ketchikan or Sitka 
Campus.  Applicants 
should demonstrate 
motivation, academic 
and leadership poten-
tial, and must be in 
good academic standing  
with a minimum 3.0 
GPA. Applicants should be committed to the    
development of business and commerce in 
SE Alaska.  Applicants for this scholarship 
must  complete a supplemental application.  

The Selection Process 
A Southeast Conference / UAS com-
mittee will review applications, and 
will select recipients on such factors as 
academic achievement, financial need, 
and the type of degree or certificate 
program in which the applicant is en-
rolled.  Most favorable   consideration 
is given to those enrolled in programs 
that support, or are consistent with, 
the goals of Southeast Conference.  
Consideration is additionally given to   
applicants’ understanding of the re-
gion’s economic base and to their po-
tential for            contributing to the 
betterment of     Southeast Alaska.  
Successful applicants must meet all 
current UAS financial aid require-
ments.
